This unit is NOT for cooking rice from a raw state. It is only to be used to keep fully cooked product warm.
This rice warmer will automatically keep rice warm provided the power cord remains plugged in.

For safety reasons, always disconnect the power cord from the wall outlet when the warmer is not being used,
or when removing the inner pot from the outer pot.

For best results, do not exceed a warming period of 12 hours.
Store leftover rice in the refrigerator and re-heat in the warmer with water to prevent the rice from drying out.

Add fully cooked rice to the inner pot.
Close the cover and lock in place.
Plug the cord into the power outlet.

Stir rice before serving.
Note: ONLY use plastic or rubber utensils (such as the supplied paddle) as metal utensils may damage the coating.

Clean the unit after each use (instructions on page 4).
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Using an Extension Cord

A short power cord is provided to reduce tripping hazards. Longer extension cords are available and may be used if
care is exercised in their use. If an extension cord is used, please follow these instructions:

The marked electrical rating of the extension cord should be equal to or greater than the cooker’s (15A or over).
Only use an extension cord that is grounded (for countries where applicable).

Arrange extension cord so that it does not hang from cooking surface, counter, or table.

Place the extension cord where it cannot be pulled on by children or tripped over accidentally.

Cleaning

Unplug the power cord from the outlet and allow to fully cool before cleaning.
Remove the inner pot from the rice cooker.

DO NOT immerse any part of the outer body into water.

Clean the outside of the rice cooker with a damp cloth. Use a clean cloth to dry.

To clean the inner pot, soak in hot sudsy water then scrub using a rubber or foam sponge.

Note: DO NOT press down too hard, or drop anything on the bottom of the cooking pot, as this can cause warping
and inhibit the proper functioning of the rice cooker.

Note: DO NOT use rough or metal utensils to clean the inner pot, as this may damage the non-stick coating.

6. Use a clean cloth to dry or allow to air dry.

Clean the heater pieces with a damp cloth, then immediately use a clean cloth to dry.

8. Ensure all pieces are fully dry before re-assembly and storage.
