Mounting brackets on legs are
10 gage sheet steel. Attached cross is cast aluminum.

The square perforated top and seats are made from 12 gage sheet steel and the umbrella tube on perforated top
is 14 gage x 2" steel tubing. The solid top is .190 spun aluminum sheet and the umbrella tube is 1/8" x 2"
aluminum tubing. The perforated top’s and seat’'s mounting brackets are 1/4” plate steel. The seat’s framing uses
10 gage sheet steel. The solid top mounting brackets are 3/8” aluminum sheet.

SURFACE MOUNT BRACKETS:
The surface mount brackets are made from 7 gage steel plate. (For ADA only)

GENERAL:
CM220Q ground space requirements are 94 1/2” squared. The table top is a 35 5/8” diameter and 30 1/8” to the
top of the table. Seats are 18” wide x 26 3/4” long and 19 3/8” to the top of the seat.

To prevent scratching of
the finished pieces, we recommend this unit to be assembled on a clean, flat, solid, surface with a drop cloth, allowing plenty of
working room. Also please read the instructions and study the sketches very carefully. A little extra time spent before assembly will
be well worth it in performing a complete, proper assembly. Please note that all parts have been precut and pre—drilled.

During the assembly process leave all bolts and nuts “finger tight”, until the entire unit is completely assembled. This allows room
for movement to level or adjust all seats, tops, benches, framework and braces if necessary. After final adjustment and leveling,
permanently tighten all nuts, bolts and fasteners. ~

STEP 1

Attach two opposing ends of the (C2) attached cross to two (C1) legs, see FIG. 1. Use one, per each

leg, (G), (F), (H) using two (D) per each (G). Attach the remaining two (C1) legs to the attached cross as per
previous step. Tighten the fasteners with a regular tip screwdriver. NOTE: On three seat unit, use one (C3) leg
in place of a (C1) leg.

STEP 2

Lift the (A—) top over the top end of the legs. Bring it down, aligning the
top’s mounting brackets off—set side to each leg, see FIG. 2. Rotate and
attach the top to the legs using the second mounting hole location from
center of the table, see FIG. 2a. Use one, per each leg, (E), (F), (H).
Use two (D) per each (E).

STEP 3

Attach one (B) attached chair to the seat end of one leg. Align the
leg’s mounting plate to the inside of the chair's mounting brackets,
see EI(); 3. Use four, per each chair, (E), (F), (H) using two (D)
per (E).

NOTE: Fig. 4 shows the maximum and minimum seat positions for
the two table sizes. Your personal preference will determine the seat
position. Fig. 4a is the minimum for the 42" table and Fig. 4b is the O
maximum for the 42”. Fig. 4b is also the minimum for the 36" table. /

Repeat the previous step to attach the remaining two or three (B) chairs.

STEP 4
Level the top and seats if necessary and tighten fasteners with proper tools.
