Section 5 Set Up Prior to Use:

Mount the EBC-110 to a Clean, Flat and Dry Surface either by:

a. Screwing the machine to the surface utilzing the holes provided in the frame.
b. Using C-Clamps (not provided).

Rotate Handle to ergomonic position:

a. Loosen screw using screwdriver and wrench.
b. Rotate the Handle 180 degrees so curved open end is facing up.
C. Re-tighten screw.

Section 6 Operating Instructions:

Remove the Safety Pin from the machine:

a. Press down on the handle.
b. While pressing down the handle remove the Safety Pin.
C. Always store the Safety Pin in the Safety Pin Holder (see Section 4 Parts Identification).

Measure the length of the Edge Protection Cardboard and mark the Cardboard.

Lift the Handle of the EBC-110 up to it's highest vertical position opening the space between the
Stainless Steel Blades and the Anvil.

Insert the Edge Protection Cardboard through the Safety Guard and between the Blades and the Anvil.
Line up the mark previoulsy made on the cardboard with the blade.

Press the Handle all the way down until the Edge Protection Cardboard is cut through.

Lift the Handle and remove the cut pieces of Edge Protection Cardboard.

When cutting boards of the same length, cut the first board
to the desired length and lay that board over the boards that
need to be cut lining up the ends. This will assure the same
length board is cut each time without having to measure each
individual board. See Figure 7.

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Section 7 Inserting Safety Pin:

It is very important that for safety, the Safety Pin is inserted in the EBC-110 when the machine is not in use
or being transported.

Press the Handle down.

With the Handle in the full down position locate the hole that the Safety Pin inserts into and insert the
Safety Pin. See Figure 8 Below:

Check that the Safety Pin is fully inserted by looking at the other side of the machine and the Pin will
protrude out of the hole as shown in Figure 9.

If transporting the EBC-110, confirm the Safety Pin is fully installed per the instructions above and hold
the machine by the Hande. See Figure 10.

Section 8 Replacing the Blades:

Place the EBC-110 onto a clean, flat and dry surface and remove the Safety Pin. Loosen the 3 screws
without removing them and lift the Safety Guard up and the out. See Figure 11.

Lift the Handle approximately 60 degrees up so the Safety Pin can be inserted into the hole. See Figure 12.
Important: Re-install the Safety Pin per the instructions in Section 7 above.

Rest the machine in the horizontal position. See Figure 13.

Using the provided Allen Wrench, remove the 4 screws and remove the screws, washers and cutter

blocks. See Figure 13.

Using the provided magnet remove the Blades. See Figure 14.

Starting with the Right Blade First Hold the new Blade with the provided magnet and place the new
Blade againt the edge of the Cutter Fixing Plate and onto the 2 Pins. See Figure 15.

Align and replace the screws and washers that were removed in Step 5 above. Once the Screws are aligned,
secure and tighten the 2 screws. See Figure 16.

Follow Step 7 and 8 above to replace the left side blade. The left side Blade will be on top of the tip of
the right side Blade. See Figure 17.

Bring the EBC-110 back to the proper vertical position.

Remove the Safety Pin and re-install the Safety Guard. See Figure 18.
