3. Complete the wiring (See detailed Wiring Diagram in next session).

Connect the heater with the L-shape bracket. For angled mounting, rotate the unit, and match the holes with the
bumps on the L-shape bracket, to achieve desired angled mounting. Tighten the screws with washers and nuts.

Standard remote control:

Notes:

Turn off the heater and let it cool down to room temperature. Turn off power to heater circuit at main
disconnect panel. Ensure minimum clearances to combustibles will be met after installed at the infended
location.

If you are replacing the heating element from an elevated platform or ladder, operate with extra caution.
It's recommended to wear soff cotton gloves to replace the heating elements.

Remove the 4 screws from the side panel. Keep them aside for later.

Slide the decorative front grille out. Carefully put them aside for later.

Now the heating elements will be accessible for replacement. Slide the protection sleeves separate from each
other at both ends of heating elements, and disconnect the male and female wire connectors.

Unfold the tabs of retaining clips, and remove them from both sides.
Carefully remove the heating element, and put the new one intfo the unit.
Put the retaining clips back and fold the tabs to keep them in position.

Connect the male and female connectors of wires from both ends of heating element, and slide the protection
sleeves back together.

Slide back the decorative front grille.

Install the side panel back using the 4 screws removed in step 4. Do NOT fully tighten the screws until all 4 screws
installed in place.

Do NOT touch the heating elements with bare hands. Wearing soft cotton gloves is highly recommended. Fingerprints
will burn intfo the heating element surface during use and cause premature heater failure. If the heating element is
fouched by finger, or if it needs to be cleaned, carefully wipe it using rubbing alcohol or methylated spirits.
