13 Put desired amount of cube ice in top hopper and close the [d.

Note ; Do not leave ice in hopper and shave out ice in hopper completely.
23 Tumn blade adjustment knob counter clockwise until it comes 1o a stop.

3) Turm on the power switch.
4) Slowly turn the hlade adjustment knob clackwise until proper ice consistency is reached.
Mote : Maotor starts only while the lid is closed.
For safe operation, please observe these precautions:
1y Turn on switch after closimg lid.
23 Add ive cubes only when the power switch iz OFF and after machine has completely
stopped.
3} Lee cube level shall not exceed a line approximately 114" below the top of the rotating
hopper.
4) Load ice cubes evenly in hopper o avoid unnecessary vibration,
5) Do not use large blocks of ce,
® To stop shaving
Turn off the power switch, Do not use the safety switch for power switch by opening / closing the
lid. It could be a causc of problems.

Overload protection |

The unit automatically shuts off power when the motor is overloaded. In this case, sel the power
switch 1o OFF and remove the cause belore pushing the reset bulton.

For finer shaving, murn the knob counter-clock wise.
