1. Place the stringer and platform on a firm working surface, laying on their sides.

2. Position the stringer and platform so that all of the connection holes align. Connect
the platform and stringer through the slots in angle with 3/8" x 1-1/4" bolts (3 per side).

UCS models proceed to step 3, UCU models skip to step 4.

3. UCS models only. Prop the stringer and platform assembly up at least 6" on its side.
With the assembly propped up, place the support leg around the stringer frame
base. Align the holes on the stringer base and support leg. Fasten with 3/8"
hardware, see Detail B below.

3/8"x 2-3/4"
*Qty. 2 per side

3/8"x 1-1/4"
Qty. 1 per side

*9 step, 40" deep platforms will have four (4) 3/8" x 2-3/4" bolts per side.

Bolt the total lock swivel casters underneath the front step
using 3/8" x 1-1/4" bolts. Bolts threads must face up to
avoid caster interference.

On UCS models rigid casters bolt to the support leg caster
plates, as detailed to the right.

On UCU models rigid casters bolt to the caster plates on
the stringer frame.

Both models use four (4) 3/8" x 1-1/4" bolts per caster.

UCS models can now be stood vertically onto its casters. They are now completed
and ready for use.

UCU models only. With the casters bolted on, stand the ladder vertically onto its
casters. The platform must be supported during steps 7 & 8. Refer to the chart
below to determine the quantity of counterweight units required for capacity.

@ Cantilever Platform Size 20" 30" 40"
Steps Platform Height |Counterweight Units Required
5 50" 4 6 7
6 60" 3 4 6
7 70" 3 4 5
8 80" 2 3 4
9 90" 2 3 4

UCU models only. Once the correct number of required counterweight units
are determined, the counterweight can now be bolted into the brackets
welded on the stringer frame base. The counterweight must be bolted in the
slots closest to the front step, as shown in Detail C below. Each piece of
counterweight uses two (2) 3/8" x 1-1/4" bolts.
