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1.2 &Warning

Do NOT insert your fingers into cutting head.

1.3 &Caution

Do NOT place anything flammable in or on the unit.

Do NOT use the unit on an unsteady surface.

Do NOT use the unit in humid or dusty environment.

Do NOT disassemble or modify the tape dispenser.

Make sure to unplug the unit when moving it or replacing parts.

Do NOT insert bars or plates into the tape outlet. This will damage blades.

Do NOT drop the unit or subject it to heavy shocks.

Do NOT use volatile liquids (thinner, benzene, etc.) to clean the unit. Wipe with dry cloths only.

Do NOT use damaged cable. This may cause a fire or electric failure.

Do NOT use the unit near volatile liquid.

Do NOT use power other than the set voltage labeled on the machine. (110-117V or 220 - 240V )

4.2 Maintenance of cutter blades
Although a special coating is applied to
the cutter/blade, adhesive will build up
eventually.

In order to maintain satisfactory feeding
operation, remove accumulated adhesive
regularly. Use alcohol for removal.

Then use enclosed “silicone oil” to

minimize glue adhesive up.
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& Caution Pay extra attention when replacing cutter/blade!
